PART 1: MERGE
1:1 merge on key variables (matches observations on specified variable)
webuse autosize, clear
webuse autoexpense, clear
save expense, replace

use autosize, clear
merge 1:1 make using expense

Sequential merge (by observation order)
webuse dollars, clear
webuse sforce, clear
merge 1:1 _n using https://www.stata-press.com/data/r17/dollars

PART 2: DUPLICATES
Report how many duplicates
sysuse duplicates, clear
duplicates report

List observation duplicates
duplicates list, sepby(id)

Examine for duplicates
tab id
edit
replace math = 84 if id ==1

Drop duplicates
duplicates drop
duplicates report

PART 3: MISSING
ssc install missings
missings report

Drop variables that are COMPLETELY missing
missings dropvars, force
Drop observations that are COMPLETELY missing
missings dropobs, force


PART 4: RESHAPE
webuse reshape1, clear


Wide to Long - compressing variables into 1 observation
j is a new variable when going from Wide to Long
reshape long inc ue, i(id) j(year)

Long to Wide
Specify which variables will be smushed into 1 record (inc and ue)
i is the common variable, j is the indexed variable
reshape wide inc ue, i(id) j(year)

PART 5: LOOP
webuse reshape1, clear

Looping through a variable
foreach var in inc80 inc81 inc82 ue80 ue81 ue82 {
sum `var'
}
Looping through a range of numbers
forvalues i = 1/10{
display `i'
}
Looping and skipping through a range of numbers
forvalues i = 0(2)20{
display `i'
}
PART 6: MACRO
Local macro as number
local number = 123
display `number'

Local macro as string
local variables = "inc80 ue80 inc81 ue81 inc82 ue82"
display "`variables'"

Variable List
vl create VariableListName = (inc80 ue80 inc81 ue81 inc82 ue82)

Variable lists are called with a $
display "$VariableListName"

Extra: Macro AND a Loop for Labeling!
vl create ue = (ue80 ue81 ue82)

foreach var in $ue {
label variable `var' "unemployment + year"
}
